Manuscripts must be clearly written in UK English and should be
submitted in electronic format “in_ Microsoft Word to
editor@ajleejournal.com.
. Submitted manuscripts willsbe subjected to plagiarism tests and
compliance with the Guidelines of the Editorial Team. Authors agree
to transfer the copyright oftheir works to the AJLEE as the publisher
through an executed Copyright Agreement.
. Authors should strictly respect the intellectual property rights of other
authors:_Submitted works should not, to the best of author’s
knowledge, contain anything which is libelous, illegal or infringes on
anyone’s copyright or other rights.
